REPORT ON THE FOURTH INTERNATIONAL SCIENTIFIC CONFERENCE 
METHODICAL DAYS 2015
The fourth international, interdisciplinary scientific conference „Competences of Preschool Teachers in Knowledge Society“ was held at the Preschool Teachers’ Training College in Kikinda, on May 30th, 2015. The initial thematic fields of the Conference were:
1. Emergence of new forms of professional development of teachers,

2. Competences of preschool teachers for preservation and nurturing of ecological and cultural values as a perspective in the development of pedagogy,

3. Raising the level of competences of teachers from the aspect of communicativeness, leadership and management,

4. Unification of the systems of education and adaptation to technological advances and changes in mass media in modern-day society,

5. Inclusive competences and competences for working with gifted children in modern-day society.
The Conference was opened by the College Principal, Zoran Mijić, PhD and the assistant to the Provincial Secretary for material and financial affairs, Jožef Kabok, PhD.
The plenary session featured lectures given by Leposava Grubić Nešić, PhD, from the Faculty of Technical Sciences, University of Novi Sad, Serbia, with the topic of:  “Leadership competences of preschool teachers”; Lidija Miškeljin, PhD, from the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Belgrade, Serbia, with the topic “From the autonomy of a profession to collaborative professionalism”, and Miloš Bajčetić, PhD, from the Faculty of Medicine, University of Belgrade, Serbia, who gave a lecture on the Moodle Network of Serbia, entitled “Perspectives for preschool teachers for distant learning”.

Preschool Teachers’ Training College in Kikinda was the organizer and the host of the Conference, and its partners in the organization were: The Faculty of Management in Sremski Karlovci, University “Union - Nikola Tesla” in Belgrade, Serbia, Anton Chekhov Taganrog State Pedagogical Institute, Russia, Faculty of Letters, History and Theology, Department of Applied Modern Languages and Literatures, the West University of Timişoara, Romania, Faculty of Sociology and Psychology, Department of Educational Sciences, West University of Timişoara, Romania, Music Department of Eötvös Loránd University (ELTE) Faculty of Philosophy, Budapest, Hungary, Faculty of Pedagogics and Practical Psychology, Department of Educational Psychology, Southern Federal University, Russia, The Faculty of Education, Department of Psychology and Social Work, University of Shkodra “Luigj Gurakuqi”, Albania and The Faculty of Social Sciences, Department of Albanian Language, University of Shkodra “Luigj Gurakuqi”, Albania.

More than 120 authors applied for the Conference, from 8 different countries: Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia, Romania, Albania, Slovenia, Russia and Slovakia. All the abstracts sent for the Conference were published in the Book of Abstracts, and the Proceedings Book shall be published before the next Conference.
Around 150 participants, observers and guests visited the Conference. Around 40 chosen papers by authors from Romania, Albania, Slovakia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia and Serbia were presented at the Conference in five different sections. Most of the papers presented at the Conference dealt with different research approaches, practical examples and the latest world trends in the education system.
After the plenary session, Dragan Kiurski and Katarina Dragin, from the pedagogy department of the National Museum in Kikinda, presented their topic of “Museum pedagogy”. After this presentation, the participants of the Conference visited the Museum.
Professor Milorad Stepanov, together with students of specialist studies prepared a photo-documentary representation of the process of monotype printing and the original imprints. The second exhibition comprised artworks of children aged 3 to 7, as well as artworks of our College students. The selection of the artworks and their exhibition was done by our college professor Miroslava Kojić. 
The stage performance entitled “Oj Lazare, dobar dane!”, part of the so-called “Lazarus Saturday customs” practiced in the region of Upper Banat, in Vojvodina, was prepared by Aleksandra Gajin, together with her professors Milan Mađarev and Gordana Roganović, within the specialist postgraduate study module Culture of movement and music and the subject Choreographed folklore. Children from the preschool institution “Happy child” from Novi Kneževac and their teachers participated in the stage performance.
